Do Not Return to Law 
Galatians 3:1-5 

 
1. What stood out to you from the sermon? 
2. Why do we tend to leave the Spirit and freedom of the gospel and run back to 

performance, the flesh, and self-righteousness? 
3. Pastor Jason shared two stories – one with the day going great and us praising God, 

and one with the day going poorly and being angry.  Why do we tend to view God 
differently on those days? 

a. Why do we see believers leave the gospel in times of trial and suffering? 
b. How can we be reminded on the hard days that God always sees us, as 

believers, through His Son and the delight He has in His Son? 
4. The Spirit will not meet you in good, godly disciplines if you approach them to earn 

righteousness with God.  How does that statement resonate with you today?  How 
should it affect how we live this week? 

5. What are some things we become legalists about as churches or believers? 
a. What is the problem with personal preference becoming law?  How does it 

affect our testimony? 
b. How do we make sure we care more about God’s Word’s truths instead of 

what others think about us? 
6. Read Galatians 5:1.  Contrast freedom to do whatever we want with freedom in 

our relationship with God through the Holy Spirit abiding in us.
